Violations reports were discussed and no one available to do the walk throughs. Richard Prieto was again asked to please do the walk through’s. Joe Stanzione will give him all his documentations and form. 
IRS & State filings were just done. I sent in all the required forms and funds. Fiscal year ends in April but IRS filings from Jan to Dec.

Shooting occurred at 15002 Coconut Ave. Tenants moving out. Owner making sure and will evict if needed. 
Talked about owners not sending in the rental forms to the association for the screening process and the background checks. Owners should be fined if they don’t comply.

Joe passed around mailings received from ads from management companies. Advised dues would increase about another $125-150 a year per villa. 

At next TML homeowners meeting inquire about how other associations deal with the screening of renters. David Kimberlain and Lani Planas requested to be informed of the next meeting so he can attend and see about this.
Frank Astorga and wife would like to add an awning to the front two thirds of their home. Plans were submitted to the town and sample of awning material to Matt Barnes at 305-364-6100 x 1102. After discussion with other members of the association Mr. Astorga withdrew his request as inspections may site for enclosure.
